Operator |We are in receipt of the inspection as of 5/16/19, Thursday evening, with a compliance date set at 5/20/19,
Comment: |Monday. The soil staining shown in Photo #6, well head and pump, appears to be localized spotting of oily waste;
the spotting in Photo #9, in a storage shed, is of unknown origin and may be related to recent rains. We believe
this staining at the well head, pump and shed should be allowed a 30-day cleanup period as they are localized,
which would allow for contractor engagement and sufficient time to work the clean up. As today is Friday May 17,
with the weekend approaching, finding contractors and arranging for cleanup and disposal by Monday, an
unreasonable request. 30 days will allow for a diligent and prudent approach to clean up and disposal.

Oil stained soil has been cleaned up around wellhead, pump jack and storage shed. Soil has been isolated in a
plastic lined containment. Samples were taken May 25 and will be submitted to the lab recommended by the

commercial disposal site. Upon acceptance by the disposal site, the stained soil will will be gathered, removed
and disposed of.
