The bottom of the completed interval will be
within the unit boundary setback at 300’ FNL and 1772" FWL of Section 25. The wellbore beyond the unit boundary
setback will be physically isolated and will not be completed.

HighPoint does understand and agrees that there is a slight difference in footage between the section line, and the state
line. We agree that our setbacks apply to the state line and not section line.
