Comment: |The pipeline was excavated prior to inspection date. The pipeline was visible inside an open
fenced excavation and TEP staff was repairing the pipeline. The excavation measured
approximately 30 feet by 20 feet wide by 10 feet deep (See photos). COGCC staff did not
observe any staining within the excavation or experience any hydrocarbon odors. There was
no stockpiled soil observed on the location at time of inspection. The excavation is located
on the north side of the access road and to the west of a stormwater drainage. The fluids
entered a culvert on the south side of the road, exited on the north side of the road and
flowed approximately 40 feet north into an off-site stormwater retention basin. COGCC staff
observed orange and dark brown stained soil within the drainage and the stained soils had a
slight hydrocarbon odor (See photos).
