On 8/28/2019, Reclamation Specialist Trujillo conducted a final reclamation and stormwater inspection at PO&G Operating’s Petx-Lowe 1A 
location in Kit Carson County, Colorado.

This inspection is in response to Sundry #402119982 submitted by PO&G stating “Final reclamation complete, site ready for inspection” in 
accordance with 1004.c.

It was documented that location does not meet final reclamation standards and requirements.

The following alleged compliance issues were observed during this inspection:
906.a: Spills and releases; stained soils observed on locations.
1002.f: Stormwater erosion
1003.c: Compaction alleviation issues observed on locations
1004.a: Surface equipment observed remaining on location.
1004.a: Trash debris observed remaining on locations
1004.a: Failed to conduct reclamation on access road.
1004.e: Noxious weed management.

COMMENTS REGARDING FINAL RECLAMATION

Sundry #402119982 submitted by PO&G stating “Final reclamation complete, site ready for 
inspection”

This location does not meet reclamation standards and requirements in accordance with 
1004.a.

It was observed that no reclamation has been conducted on the east/west access road to 
the north of the location. No 502.b surface owner variance has been submitted and/or 
approved to waive reclamation requirements of the access road. Historic aerial imagery 
shows access road does not pre-exist the Oil and gas locations. Road was constructed for 
industrial oil and gas access and is subject to COGCC 1004 final reclamation rules and 
requirements. See photos 17-20

Stained soils observed on the location. See “Environmental”. If insufficient topsoil remains 
post excavation/removal or remediation of soils to address potential subsidence concerns, 
and to recontour/regrade location to the adjacent lands, then Operator will be required to 
import clean topsoil comparative to the reference area to comply with 1004.a. See photos 
10-13.

Compaction concerns observed on location. Operator submitted photos attached with 
Sundry doc. #402119982 showing compaction alleviation work conducted. Based on 
Operator’s photos, Operator does not appear to have crossripped to a minimum depth of 18
 inches in accordance with 1003.c. See photos 14-16.

Noxious weeds (Canada thistle, Puncture vine) observed on the southern end of the 
location and access road. See Photos 4, 6. 
Stormwater erosion degradation observed on the access road. See photo 5.

Surface equipment and trash debris observed on the well and facility locations. See “Good  
housekeeping”
