Comment: Location has not been sufficiently stabilized; stormwater erosion degradation evident 
throughout Location and areas downgradient. 

Ongoing stormwater monitoring and management does not appear to be occuring; BMPs 
missing or not installed/maintained in proper functioning condition and in accordance with 
good engineering practices. See attached photo document. 

"Date of inspection" is being provided as the corrective action date and Operator is 
expected to be in compliance with COGCC stormwater rules at all times. 

Corrective Action: Install or repair required BMPs per Rule 1002.f. Conduct ongoing stormwatr monitoring 
and management until location passes final reclamation. 

Pits: NO SURFACE INDICATION OF PIT

This location does not meet 1004 reclamation requirements. It was observed in the inspection 
that the location has not been sufficiently stabilized and erosion degradation has resulted in 
reclamation failure. Records show well PA 2014; Desirable perennial vegetative establishment 
is not occuring on location. 

No progress of reclamation evident. Per Reclamation Supervisor, "Date of inspection" is being 
provided as the corrective action date.

Corrective Action: Conduct additional reclamation in accordance with COGCC 1000 series rules. Establish 
vegetation with total perennial, non-invasive uniform plant cover of at least eighty (80) percent 
of pre-disturbance or reference area levels. Use a seed mixture requested by the surface 
owner,  or a mixture prescribed by the local county NRCS. Ensure erosion controls are 
implemented to stabilize the seeded soil, and continue to monitor and manage this site until 
Final Reclamation has passed.
