SOURCE REMOVAL SUMMARY

The source was removed from February 27-28, 2020 through excavation of impacted soil above COGCC standards. Eagle Environmental was on
location to field guide the excavation and collect grab confirmation soil samples above the phreatic zone. All soil samples were delivered under standard
chain of custody procedures to a certified laboratory for analysis of TPH-DRO, TPH-GRO, BTEX, and Naphthalene.
