Comment: It was observed in this inspection that BMPs are insufficient, or missing to stabilize the 
slopes, manage runoff and prevent degradation per Rule 1002.f.(2)C; Erosion degradation 
evident on the cut slopes on the west end of the Location, and the slopes of the access 
road; Operator appears to have installed erosion bales along the perimeter of the location 
and parallel to the access road; BMPs do not appear to have been installed in accordance 
with good engineering practices (entrenched) or maintained in a proper functioning 
condition; Sediment discharge into the adjacent intermittent stream evident.

Corrective Action: Install or repair required BMPs per Rule 1002.f.(2)C
