Comment Operator has performed interim reclamation activities for the well location with the evidence of 
desirable plant species establishment. However, future weed management of undesirable 
plant species (Kochia) and noxious weeds, Canada and Musk thistle and Field bindweed, will 
need to be performed. The southwestern interim area lacks vegetative establishment, 
possibly due to prairie dogs.

Corrective Action Per conversations on the phone and field, Operator shall submit a Reclamation Plan 
providing interim reclamation procedures performed (with dates), seed mix used, and a 
proposed weed management plan.

Comment: Operator has performed some temporary stormwater work in response to the May 27, 
2020 Environmental inspection by repositioning the berm BMP and installing a temporarily 
stabilized outlet. However, the current stormwater BMPs are not protective of the wetland.
