DESCRIPTION OF IMPACT

Petroleum hydrocarbon impacted soil from a historical flowline release of unknown volume was discovered (Spill Release Point ID 463759) during the 
removal of a partially buried produced water vault on May 20, 2019. The produced water tank was removed and addressed under a separate Form 27 
(Remediation Project # 13007). On March 29-30, 2019, a soil boring investigation was conducted to further define the horizontal and vertical extent of 
potentially impacted soil and groundwater at the Site. Seventeen borings were advanced in and surrounding the source area to depths ranging from 10 
feet to 15.5 feet below ground surface (bgs). Soil staining was observed from approximately 3 feet to 10 feet bgs in the source area. Ten characterization 
soil samples were submitted to Origins Laboratory (Origins) for analysis, based visual and olfactory observations and field screening using a 
photoionization detector (PID). The samples were analyzed for total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH)- gasoline range organics (GRO) and TPH- diesel 
range organics (DRO) to compare to the COGCC Table 910-1 concentration levels. Concentrations of TPH-GRO and TPH-DRO were added to calculate 
TPH. TPH concentrations were reported above the Table 910-1 concentration level of 500 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg) in the soil samples from boring 
SB-1 at 6 feet bgs (1,630 mg/kg) and from SB-13 at 6 feet bgs (2,660 mg/kg). TPH concentrations in the remaining samples were reported either below 
laboratory reporting limits or below the Table 910-1 concentration level.
