Comment: At the time of this inspection, no erosion issues were observed.

Corrective Action: 

Pits: NO SURFACE INDICATION OF PIT

This location does not comply with Rule 1004. The southern location mostly lacks crop growth 
and the crops that are growing are stunted. Refer to Photos 5-10. Complainant also indicated 
the adjacent corn field to the north had crop deficiencies; however, corn had already been 
harvested at the time of this inspection.

It appears the Operator has damaged a section of irrigation ditch from plugging operations 
and has failed to repair it. Refer to Photo 11. 

Operator has failed to reclaim a portion of an access road that was not pre-existing. Refer to 
Photo 1.

Corrective Action: Comply with Rule 1004 to performed additional reclamation activities related to failed crop 
growth, reclaim the access road and repair the irrigation ditch.

This might be referred to Enforcement; therefore, there is no corrective action date. Operator 
should conduct the corrective action as soon as possible. Collaborate with the landowner to 
determine mitigating measures that will allow reclamation work to be conducted in such a 
manner as to not interfere with agricultural activities or crop production.
