As such, additional
corrosion protection is not needed for these pipelines.

These field
crews not only maintain safe production, but also conduct routine inspections to confirm proper integrity of the
production systems. While pipeline integrity issues are minimal due to pipeline materials and low operating
pressure, KPK regularly inspects and pressure tests all lines to ensure pipeline integrity is maintained.

Construction of pipelines is generally not occurring. When necessary to remedy a pipeline issue, KPK typically
