The flowline and
adjacent sub-surface will be inspected for any visual and olfactory indicators of potential failure and hydrocarbon impacts. Soils will be field screened
below the flowline and if suspected impacts are observed, a soil sample will be submitted for laboratory analysis of BTEX and TPH (C6-C36) by EPA
