Comment Limited visibility due to snow cover  at time of inspection prevented Reclamation Specialist 
from conducting an accurate assessment of the reclamation; It was observed that the 
Location has been reduced to areas reasonably needed for production; vegetative 
establishment visible above snow desirable perennial vegetation; interim areas appear to be 
progressing towards COGCC 1003 requirements.

Comment: It was observed in this inspection that stormwater and erosion control BMPs on Location 
are missing, or insufficient; Erosion degradation observed at the outlet drain of the western 
sediment trap on the south end of the Location (see photos 10-11); Outlet not constructe in 
accordance with good engineering practices. Haybale BMP west of outlet not maintained in 
proper function condition. Gulley erosion observed on the southern slopes of the Location, 
below the eastern sediment trap on the south end of the Location (see photos 13-17).

Corrective Action: Comply with COGCC 1002.f. Rules; Install or repair required Stormwater and Erosion 
control BMPs. Ensure control measures on the Location are adequate for the site’s 
conditions, have been installed in accordance with good engineering practices, and 
maintained in proper functioning condition.
