Corrective Action  Date
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Noble decommissioned the tank battery December 2018 with the removal of equipment. Initial 
reclamation efforts commenced in September 2019 but meter houses and risers remained at 
that time. Once all equipment was removed, final reclamation efforts commenced again in 
April 2020 and were completed on 5/14/2020. See COGCC comments for additional 
information on final reclamation requirements.

At the time of this inspection, there was a lack of alfalfa establishment along the northeastern 
location with some alfalfa establishment throughout other portions of the location. However, 
bare batches and gaps were evident. Also, it does not appear the location was properly 
contoured. Refer to the attached inspection photos.

Corrective Action: Comply with Rule 1004 standards to properly contour the tank battery location and perform 
additional final reclamation activities, including but not limited to seeding.

Collaborate with the landowner to determine mitigating measures that will allow reclamation 
work to be conducted in such a manner as to not interfere with agricultural activities or crop 
production.

If additional topsoil is imported, Operator shall perform soil testing to confirm the added soil 
material is equivalent to reference soils and will meet the growth requirements for alfalfa. 
Operator will have to provide this information to COGCC staff upon request.
