Previous inspections observed that control measures to protect/stabilize the cut/fill slopes  trujilloam
and unpaved areas of the Location, and to manage stormwater runoff, were missing or
insufficient. Inspections required Operator to comply with Rule 1002.f.

It was observed in this inspection that the Location remains out of compliance with 1002.f
Rules and corrective actions:

Pad stabilization concerns remain evident on Location, and appear to have worsened since
prior inspections- control measures to stabilize/protect unpaved areas of the Location
remain missing or insufficient.

Control measures to protect and stabilize the cut/fill slopes remain missing or insufficient.
The stormwater run-on ditch on the west end of the Location remains inadequate- control
measure has not been installed in accordance with good engineering practices or
maintained in proper functioning condition; stormwater incision within the ditch evident.

Corrective actions have not been addressed and remain applicable.
