Discrete soil samples will be collected for laboratory analysis either in any area of observed hydrocarbon impacts, or in the
sample locations designated by the COGCC. GPS data will be collected for all soil sample locations. Soil samples will be submitted for laboratory for
analysis of BTEX, naphthalene, total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH C6-C36), 1,2,4-trimethylbenzene (TMB), and 1,3,5-TMB by EPA Methods 8260B and
8015. Additionally, soil sample(s) will be collected in the area most likely to be impacted by produced water to confirm soil suitability for reclamation. The
sample(s) will be submitted for laboratory analysis of electrical conductivity (EC), pH, sodium adsorption ratio (SAR), and boron by saturated paste and
hot water soluble extraction methods.

An assessment will be conducted during the-in place abandonment of this off-location flowline (estimated to be 2,465 feet in length), with an emphasis in
the area where the flowline changes direction from E to S, and SW to S, as well as at the flowline endcaps. Additional assessment will be conducted along
the flowline where it crosses the FWS designated riverine habaitat. The sub-surface adjacent to the abandoned infrastructure will be inspected for any
visual and olfactory indicators of potential failure and hydrocarbon impacts. Soils will be field screened and if suspected impacts are observed, a soil
sample will be submitted for laboratory analysis of BTEX, naphthalene, 1,2,4-TMB, 1,3,5-TMB, and TPH (C6-C36) by EPA Methods 8260B and 8015.
GPS data and photo documentation will be recorded for each inspection/sample location. A sample location figure will be provided in the Supplemental
Form 27.
