DESCRIPTION OF IMPACT

On April 9, 2021, residual oily soil existing at the site was excavated for offsite disposal.  The final extent of the excavated area was approximately 0.6 
acres to a maximum depth of approximately 18 inches.  A third-party consultant, WSP USA INC, was on site to observe/photodocument excavation 
activity and field screen the final extent of the scraped area with a photoionization detector.  A photolog is attached.  No staining or odor was observed 
along the final extent of excavation and all photoionization detector readings were below 1 part per million.  

Approximately 190 cubic yards of residual stained soil was excavated and hauled to Waste Management’s Buffalo Ridge Landfill for final disposal.  

On April 10, 2021, the excavation was backfilled with clean topsoil.  The disturbed area was then deep ripped to between 12 inches and 18 inches below 
grade, drill seeded with an NRCS approved seed mix, and crimped with a straw mulch at a rate of 2 tons per acre.  The site was then fenced in to prevent 
disturbance from cattle.

The site was then fenced 
in to prevent disturbance and allow vegetation to become established.

Clean topsoil was hauled in to replace the excavated soil and was tilled with the native soils to a depth of eighteen inches below ground surface. An NRCS 
recommended seed mix was applied per their recommendations using a no-till drill seeder. Soil amendments were applied including 2 tons straw mulch, 
Organic Richlawn 4-62 with Biochar, Mycorrhizae, and Humates at 2,000lbs/acre.  After seeding, the area will be stabilized with 2000 pounds of weed free 
straw mulch crimped into the soil. The area was fenced which will remain for approximately 2 years until vegetation is well established. A Form 4 (doc. 
402671785) submitted on 4/28/2021 documents the reclamation efforts.
