LTJ Partnership well was re-entered and additional cement plugs set in well bore. Location stjohnw
is in active ag field that had been planted in winter wheat when the previously abandoned

access road was re-established to accommodate the rig entry for planned plugging work.

The P&A work is complete and final reclamation task planning is in process for this location

but not scheduled. The well site is located at the top of a rise with the access road running

up hill from the county road. This has created storm water drainage issues on the access

road. The storm water is channeling in the road as it flows down slope. The storm water

flow hits a County maintained road bar ditch not designed for the increase in water flow

creating additional erosion channeling in the ditch. The road has a culvert that goes

underneath the road and is creating sediment plume in adjacent field.
