1) Approximately 300 cubic yards of aggregate rock was placed on the access road leading to this location on
April 29, 2021. The purpose of the rock was to help stabilize the road and control sediment from being tracked
from the well pad / access road on to CR 317.

2) An additional tracking pad was installed at the intersection of the access road and CR 317 on May 21, 2021.
An additional 40 cubic yards of 1.5-inch crushed rock was placed in a tracking pad area measuring approximately
80'L x 25'W x 6"D. TEP also maintains an existing cattle guard that is located on the access road and is
approximately 80-feet below the entrance onto CR 317. The cattle guard serves an an additional mechanism for
cleaning mud from vehicle tires and preventing sediment tracking onto CR 317. See attached photos.

3) The entrance from the access road onto CR 317 was swept clean of any minor sediment and gravel on May
21, 2021. See attached photos.

4) Several significant rain and snow events occurred in this area during the months of March - May, 2021.
Routine maintenance work (blading the road, dragging ruts on the pad, etc.) was performed as needed on the
pad and access road during this period to maintain access to this location.
