Comment Revegetation is progressing in portions of the project area. However, Portions of the well pad 
cut and fill slope support little desirable vegetation and need to be stabilized. See

Comment: Erosional rilling and sediment discharge observed in the eastern project area. Straw 
wattles on the well pad cut-slope are no longer functioning, and are not an adequate BMP 
to stabilize erosion on the well pad cut-slope. 

Corrective Action: -Stormwater (ie: BMPs) and erosion controls (ie: erosion control blanket, hydromulch, etc.) 
need to be installed to stabilize erosion and prevent sediment discharge within the project 
area, no later than 9/12/2021. Controls need to be selected, sized, installed, and 
maintained according to good engineering practices such as those described by CDOT in 
their erosion control manuals.
