In accordance with COGCC Rule 911 and Rule 915 soil samples will be collected during closure of each qualifying equipment type and/or field screened 
as described in the Initial Action Summary.  Initial laboratory analysis will include only BTEX, 1,2,4 and 1,3,5 Trimethylbenzene, naphthalene, TPH, pH, 
EC, SAR and boron.  If impacts are confirmed, the full Table 915-1 list of analysis will be tested for and additional excavation effort may be conducted to 
delineate horizontal and vertical extents.  Overburden stockpiles, if present, will be sampled prior to use as backfill with a frequency of 1 composite 
sample per 500 cubic yards of material and submitted for analysis of VOCs.

DESCRIPTION OF IMPACT

This form has been prepared to support removal of the production equipment associated with this location.  In accordance with COGCC Rule 911 and 
Rule 915, initial representative soil samples will be collected beneath the following equipment, if present onsite: wellheads, separators, above ground 
surface tanks, and produced water vessels.  Initial laboratory soil analysis will include only BTEX, 1,2,4 and 1,3,5 Trimethylbenzene, naphthalene, TPH, 
pH, EC, SAR and boron.  Other equipment such as the ECDs, meter sheds, or other qualifying equipment will be field screened, and a lab analysis 
submitted if impacts are identified.  Groundwater, if present, will also be collected and analyzed. Identified impacts will be reported as required for each 
discovery, and a Form 19 will be submitted, and remedial investigation will be conducted with excavation equipment.
