On 2/28/21, an operator discovered evidence of a spill (stained soil) on the surface. After investigation, it was determined that the source was a leaking 
buried gathering line on the well pad. The line was isolated and shut in, an emergency one call was completed and a crew was brought out to excavate 
the impacted material and place it on a liner in wait to be hauled to disposal.
