On June 13, 2019, three locations were investigated for potential impacts subsequent to 3 earthern production pits (removed) - in accordance with 
COGCC Rule 905 b. 2 soil samples from each locations (total of 6) were collected for laboratory analysis. Three samples were analyzed for BTEX, TPH-
GRO, and TPH-DRO following EPA Methods 8260 and 8015. In addition,  three soil samples were analyzed for EC, SAR, and pH following UDSA Method 
3, USDA Method 20B, and EPA Method 9045D, respectively. 

The three samples submitted for inorganic analysis were above 910-1 for pH and/or SAR, only.

Following receipt of laboratory analytical results, detailed reclamation activities will be determined to address inorganics issues for reclamation.
