Inspection required 
Operator to securely fasten all valves, pipes, fittings, and Production Facilities to ensure 
good mechanical condition, inspect at regular intervals and maintain in good mechanical 
condition and remove staining by 3/4/2022.

It was observed in this inspection that an unknown substance is present below the tank 
valve. The substance was observed throughout  the secondary containment area. 
Corrective action date remains applicable.

Corrective Action: Securely fasten all valves, pipes, fittings, and Production Facilities to ensure good 
mechanical condition, inspect at regular intervals and maintain in good mechanical 
condition and remove staining. Remove and dispose of potentially impacted fluids at an 
approved facility.

Comment: Inspection #700703433 dated 10/26/2021 and #700703878 dated 2/17/2022 stated that cut 
slope shows signs of lack of stabilization/erosion. Inspections required Operator to install 
or repair required BMPs by 11/26/2021.

Operator submitted Resolution # 402894521 on 12/9/2021, stating “Slope stabilized.” 
“Stormwater CA complete.”

It was observed in this inspection that Control measures to protect and stabilize the cut 
slopes were missing or insufficient. A single straw wattle has been installed at the top of 
the cut slope and the slope remains bare and unprotected. Corrective action requiring 
Operator to install or repair required BMPs by 11/26/2021 remains applicable.

Corrective Action: Comply with 1002.f.
