Comments
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A parasite string will be strapped to the outside of surface casing with injection mandrel set approximately 120 feet
above the surface shoe. The parasite string will be utilized for air injection while drilling the production hole section
which will lower Downhole hydrostatic pressure to mitigate loss circulation. The parasite string will be permanently
cemented off after production casing is cemented. The parasite string outer diameter will be 1.9 inches with a weight of
2.76 pounds per foot. The new parasite string (Grade: J-55) will be set at a depth of 2410 feet.

The well is not located within High Priority Habitat.

This permit is a refile of a previously approved permit. SHL, BHL, TPZ, and TD for the well have changed slightly due to
minor reorientation of the well after additional engineering review of reservoir characteristics by Laramie Reservoir

Engineer and Geologist.
