Though no FIR Resolution form was submitted, it appears Operator conducted additional
work since inspection. However, it was observed in this inspection that the Location does
not comply with 1004 final reclamation requirements- Location is not progressing towards
an 80% desirable perennial vegetative establishment, and is predominantly bare, or
vegetated by Undesirable and Noxious Plant species such as Field Bindweed; weed
management inadequate; access road at Location remains graveled/evident.
