Comment: Bare and exposed soil is widespread on Location due to failed uniform perennial 
establishment. Water flow patterns are evident on bare soil indicating soil erosion and 
stormwater degradation.

Corrective Action: Install or repair required control measures to stabilize soils per Rule 1002.f.

Pits: NO SURFACE INDICATION OF PIT

Corrective Action: Comply with 1004 Rules. Conduct additional reclamation on the Location and access road in 
accordance with COGCC 1000 series rules. Establish vegetation with total perennial, non-
invasive uniform plant cover of at least eighty (80) percent of pre-disturbance or reference 
area levels. Use a seed mixture requested by the surface owner, or a mixture prescribed by 
the local soil conservation district. Ensure erosion controls are implemented to stabilize the 
seeded soil, and continue to monitor and manage this site until Final Reclamation has passed. 
Revegetation activities shall be completed no later than 11/15/2022.
