It was observed in this inspection that stormwater and erosion control BMPs have not been
installed or maintained per good engineering practices; sediment trap on the east end of the
Location does not appear to be adequate is size, and has not been constructed with a
properly engineered inlet and outlet; runoff from the pad has resulted in erosion degradation
at the slopes above and below the trap; runoff from Location has resulted in erosion
degradation and sediment transport/deposition to the lands adjacent to the Location.

Erosion degradation also evident at the inlet/outlet of the sediment trap on the north end of
the Location (adjacent to the access road entrance).

Stormwater runoff from the main access road north of the Location (~
39.500266/-108.182963) has resulted in gully erosion and sediment transport.
