Comment: It was observed in this inspection that rill erosion is occurring to the southeast of the 
Location at the site of resolved remediation #3457. Revegetation in this area does not 
appear sufficient to stabilize soils.

Corrective Action: Comply with 1002.f. Implement and maintain stormwater and erosion control BMPs until 
long-term stabilization has been achieved and site has received a passing final 
reclamation inspection.

Pits: NO SURFACE INDICATION OF PIT

Comply with 1004 Rules and conduct final reclamation. Final reclamation includes but is not 
limited to equipment removal, gravel removal, compaction alleviation (cross ripping to a 
minimum depth of 18 inches), recontouring/regrading, replacement of topsoil, and 
revegetation activities on the Location and access road. Use a seed mixture provided by the 
surface owner, or a mixture prescribed by the local soil conservation district. Ensure erosion 
controls are implemented to stabilize the seeded soil, and continue to monitor and manage 
this site until Final Reclamation has passed. Revegetation activities shall be completed no 
later than 11/15/2022.

FINAL RECLAMATION COMMENTS

Per form 6(S) #401453464 well was plugged 9/30/2017. Per Rule 1004.a all surface 
equipment was required to be removed by 12/30/2017 and all reclamation work was 
required to be completed by 9/30/2018.

It was observed in this inspection that reclamation has not been performed per 1004 Rules. 
A concrete and gravel equipment pad and riser remain at the west of the Location. Power 
lines associated with the Location remain to the southwest. The Location and access road 
have not been decompacted, recontoured or reclaimed. Undesirable plant species/weeds 
(kochia, Russian thistle, tumbling saltweed) are common. Portions of the Location to the 
northeast, outside the former working pad area appear to have been previously reclaimed. 
No action is necesary in this area.

The site of a 2005 spill and resolved remediation #3457 to the southeast of the Location is 
vegetated with perennial grasses, however revegetation is not uniform. Bare ground and 
annual weeds are common. Additional reclamation is required in this area to establish 
uniform perennial cover and address erosion (refer to the "Stormwater" section of this 
inspection report). Additionally, there is a berm and pond feature at the terminus of the spill 
area. The purpose of this feature is unclear. Presently the pond is dry and colonized by 
annual undesirable plant species/weeds. Operator must remove and reclaim this feature or 
provide documentation from the surface owner that it is unrelated to the Location and/or 
spill.
