Comment Areas of the location not needed for production, or no longer in use have been reduced and 
reclaimed. Overall, interim areas are vegetated with introduced and native perennial grasses 
(intermediate, tall, western, bluebunch wheatgrass). Revegetation appears to have failed in a 
portion of the northwestern interim area/cut slope. Perennial species are absent. It appears it 
will be necessary to reseed this area to establish perennials and replace cheatgrass, which 
dominates.

Refer to the "Location" section of this inspection report for weed control corrective action. 

Corrective Action Conduct additional reclamation in accordance with COGCC 1000 series rules. Establish 
vegetation with total perennial, non-invasive uniform plant cover of at least eighty (80) percent 
of pre-disturbance or reference area levels. Use a seed mixture requested by the surface 
owner. Ensure erosion controls are implemented to stabilize the seeded soil, and continue to 
monitor and manage this site until Final Reclamation has passed. Revegetation activities 
shall be completed no later than 5/1/2023.

Stormwater Comments

Previous inspection #700703486 observed location and access road shows signs of lack of 
stabilization/compaction, sediment trap needs maintained, fill slope at separators shows 
signs of erosion. Inspector required Operator to install or repair required BMPs by 
12/10/2021.

It was observed in this inspection that some work appears to have been completed to 
address previously observed stormwater issues (therefore a new corrective action date is 
given). Corrective actions from inspection #700703486 which have not been addressed or 
mentioned in this inspection report remain applicable. Degradation continues:
-  Sediment trap(s) inlet/outlet design appears to be contributing to degradation of the site; 
concentrated flows cutting beneath rock armor; no geotextile liner observed
- Rill erosion in eastern fill slope; current vegetative cover insufficient to stabilize
- Erosion of pad surface at separator is migrating onto the access road. Stormwater is 
cutting beneath rock armor; no geotextile liner observed
