Seventy eight grab soil samples were collected along the sidewalls and base of the excavation and analyzed for TPH-DRO, TPH-GRO, BTEX, and 
Naphthalene by EPA Methods 8015 and 8260b.  SS01@3' was also analyzed for SAR, EC, and pH by EPA Method 6020/USDA60 (2, 3A), EPA 120.1, 
and EPA 9045D.

A third party environmental 
consultant collected laboratory confirmation sampled to determine the final extent.

Twenty-seven groundwater monitoring wells were installed to determine the extent of dissolved phase impacts.  Tasman Geosciences will conduct mobile 
air sparge and soil vapor extraction events to remediate impacted media.  Point of compliance has been achieved.  An estimated date for a no further 
action request will be October 31, 2024 contingent on active remedial results and potential rebound during static evaluation.

Twenty-seven monitoring wells were sampled to assess dissolved phase impacts. These wells will be sampled on a quarterly basis by Tasman
Geosciences and groundwater samples will be transported under proper chain of custody procedures to a certified laboratory for analysis of BTEX,
Naphthalene, 1,2,4-Trimethylbenzene, and 1,3,5-Trimethylbenzene by EPA Method 8260.  Inorganic parameters will be sampled from monitoring wells 
BH02, BH03, BH04, BH05, BH06R, BH07, BH09, BH11, BH12, BH13, BH14, BH16, BH17, BH20, BH24, BH25, and BH26.
