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PFZ Comment: The upper shallow section of the North Park is not well defined. We used the depth and lithology 
components to define two separate sections; one being sand (as North Park FM) which is most likely a possible source 
of groundwater and the second being a shale (as Coalmont FM) which should not be a source of groundwater. The 
shale should not be a source of groundwater and has not been found to be a source of groundwater in the USGS 
dataset.

This Form 2 is part of a plan to submit permits to fill 7 of the remaining 13 well slots of the 16-well location. The SU 0680 
3-9H16 (API: 05-123-06551), SU 0680 6-4H (API: 05-123-06552), SU 0680 12-9H16 (API: 05-123-06611) are existing 
producing wells. The location has been constructed. There have been no new buildings constructed and no changes to 
the surrounding land use.
