OPERATOR COMMENT

Proposed Sampling Plan:
Grab samples will be collected from areas most likely to have been impacted in accordance with the following COGCC Rules:
1. COGCC Rule 913.b.(2)C
2. COGCC Rule 915.e.(1)
3. COGCC Rule 915.e.(2)B.
4. COGCC Rule 915.e.(2)C.

In general, the areas of interest tend to be where the lines transition from subsurface to above-ground at each end of the line and soil adjacent to the 
wellhead. Grab samples will be collected from soil vertically below these areas and submitted for laboratory analysis of all analytes listed in COGCC 
Table 915-1.

Attempts will also be made to investigate the presence of the pit identified as Facility ID 117251.  Based on review of available documentation, there are 
three areas where this pit may be.  All three locations will be investigated by advancing a soil boring at each of the locations to a depth of four feet 
below pad surface which was the anticipated depth of the pit provided by a previous operator via a Pit Permit (COGCC Document ID 657477).  Grab 
samples will be collected at these points per the paragraph above.  

If the soil sampling detailed above identifies impacts, a Form 19 will be submitted per COGCC Rule 912.

The Operator shall analyze samples for the complete Table 915-1 list and 
shall compare analytical results for site investigation samples to both the Table 915-1 
Residential Soil Screening Level Concentrations and the Protection of Groundwater Soil 
Screening Level Concentrations.  Submit an assessment of potential pathways to 
groundwater via a Supplemental Form 27.
