Describe what is known about the spill/release event (what happened -- including how it was stopped, contained, and recovered):

On 4/14/2023, a condensate release was discovered on a 10-inch DCP line approximately 0.45 miles southwest of County Road (CR) 
63 and CR 4. The release was identified by DCP Operations and upon discovery, DCP immediately shut off the line to prevent further 
release. The landowner was notified of the release immediately and further excavation and cleanup is scheduled to begin the week of 
April 17, 2023. A remediation progress update will be submitted via a 10-day Form 19 Supplemental report due to COGCC within 10 
days of notification.

OPERATOR COMMENTS:

DCP Operations observed staining and reported to the landowner and Weld County and immediately shut down the condensate gathering 
line to prevent further potential release. Further investigation and excavation is scheduled to occur the week of April 17, 2023 when crews 
are available, and additional details of the remediation efforts will be provided on or before 4/24/2024 in a subsequent Form 19 
Supplemental within 10 days of the release. Because the release occurred on a condensate gathering line, DCP requests COGCC 
approval to limit the site-specific sampling and analysis plan to Table 915-1 VOCs, TPH, and only those PAHs which are present above 
laboratory detection limits in the most impacted source sample determined by PID field screening.
