Following the installation of new pipeline, the system was pressure tested and fluid was observed seeping from the soil within the
excavation area of the new pipeline. The fluid was likely coming from a buried flowline connected to the nearby drip tank. The pipeline
system was immediately blown down and isolated to stop the release. The released fluid did not leave the excavation area. No fluid
was recovered. The soil sample collected from the release area indicated compliance with ECMC Table 915-1 standards.

An intermittent stream (La Posta Canyon) is located approximately 90 feet northeast of the point of release. The drainage was dry at the
time of the release and the produced water did not enter the drainage. The depth to water was determined based on the well
construction report for water well permit #315724. The landowner, Mike Rice, was notified of the release via phone call. The soil sample
collected from the release area indicated compliance with ECMC Table 915-1 standards.
