A background sample WTB-BG was collected approximately 400 ' Southeast of the Gulley Off-location flowline.  The sample was obtained to determine 
background concentrations of Table 915-1 metals.  A historical background sample was also located (Sample Point A), from March of 2023.  The resulting 
analysis of both background samples indicated native concentrations of arsenic, barium, and selenium are all greater that the "Protection of Groundwater" 
soil screening levels from Table 915-1.
