LILLI UNIT 16-7. These valves were used to isolate the injection well from the gas gathering system.

Five (5) grab soil samples were collected at the base of the excavation and the areas showing the highest degree of impact during field screening
activities at the wellhead excavation. Soil samples were be analyzed by a certified laboratory for TPH (total volatile [C6-C10] and extractable [C10-C36]
hydrocarbons) organic compounds in soil per COGCC Table 915-1, and EC, SAR, pH, and boron. Additionally, one soil samples was analyzed for metals
in soil per COGCC Table 915-1. All samples collected were analyzed by a certified laboratory using approved COGCC laboratory analysis methods.
