Evidence of Colorado List C Noxious
Weed- Field Bindweed- was observed to be growing within the southern portion of the
location/access road. Additionally, there are portions of the interim areas that do not have
uniform vegetative cover, resulting in areas of bare/exposed soils. The topsoil stockpile does
not have long term stabilization BMPs; annual forb (sunflower) and undesirable vegetation
