In the absence of apparent impacts, soil samples will be submitted to an accredited 
laboratory for analysis for benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, total xylenes (BTEX), naphthalene, 1,2,4-trimethylbenzene, 1,3,5-trimethylbenzene, total 
petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH) - gasoline range organics (GRO:C6-C10) by USEPA Method 8260D, TPH - diesel range organics (DRO:C10-C28) and oil 
range organics (ORO: C28-C40) by USEPA Method 8015D, pH, specific conductance (EC),  sodium adsorption ratio (SAR) by saturated paste method, 
and boron by hot water soluble soil extract method. 2 background samples will be collected at locations of comparable, nearby, non-impacted native soil.

Operators will collect and submit for laboratory analysis a soil sample collected from the 
areas most likely to have been impacted during the operational life of the flowline. 
These areas include, but are not limited to: where Flowlines connect to the wellhead, 
surface equipment, risers, valves, or manifolds; where Flowlines bend or were repaired 
in the past and at joints and hammer unions; where Flowlines connect to Flowlines or 
equipment of different material; and where Flowlines crossed drainages or surface 
water or are in contact with shallow groundwater.
