Where necessary, compaction alleviation, restoration, and revegetation of 
well site will be performed to the standards as set up under Rule 1003.

All disturbed areas affected will be reclaimed as early and as close to their original condition or their final land use as designated by the surface owner and 
shall be maintained to minimize erosion.  In crop lands, where necessary, added topsoil will be added to the depression and the surface will be left as close to 
its original contour as possible.  The area shall be treated if necessary and practical to prevent invasion of undesirable species and noxious weeds, and to 
control erosion.

Closure is requested for this remediation project.  Soil analysis shows all below Table 915-1 limits.  Operator will continue to monitor location for 
vegetation growth and submit for Final Reclamation after >80 natural vegetative growth

Operator shall submit a revised "Soil Sampling Location Map" that includes: a scale, an 
aerial photograph that shows the location of sample(s), and background sample(s), per 
Rule 913.h.(4).A..

As stated in Doc #403289180, background sampling locations should be sufficiently 
away from the impacted area to reflect conditions not impacted by oil and gas activity, 
and should be obtained from similar depths and soil horizons or lithologic materials for 
comparison to confirmation soil samples. 

It appears that the existing background sample location (as illustrated in the Soil 
Sample Location Map and attached to Doc #403289180) is not sufficiently away from 
the wellhead. Operator shall collect and analyze additional background sample(s) and 
submit the analytics within the supplemental Form 27 submittal.

Operator shall collect confirmation soil samples as described in the Rule 915.e.(2) 
Guidance Document. Operator will analyze soil samples for TPH (C6-C36), Table 915-1
 Organic Compounds in Soil, Table 915-1 metals, and Table 915-1 Soil Suitability for 
Reclamation (Electrical conductivity, Sodium adsorption ratio, and pH by saturated 
paste method, boron (hot water soluble)).

It appears as though not all of the Table 915-1 analytes (TPH C6-C36) were analyzed. 
Operator shall collect confirmation soil samples and analyze them for Table 915-1 
analytes and submit the analytics on a supplemental Form 27 submittal.

Closure request removed. Operator shall submit reports of site investigation including 
all laboratory analytical results for all samples collected, per Rule 913.h.(4).A..
