STORMWATER COMMENT 

Inspection Nos. 708900366 and 708902017 observed that stormwater and erosion control  
BMPs were missing or insufficient on the Location: 

- Erosion & transport of sediment off spur road into multiple vegetated areas/insufficient 
BMP's. Check dams along spur road need maintenance. Ditch along spur road needs 
maintenance. Rip Rap needs in ditch along spur road needs maintenance 
Inspection required Operator to comply with Rule 1002.f. by 5/12/2023.

No Field Inspection Report Resolution Form on file stating corrective action was completed 
pursuant to Rule 210.b.

It was observed in this inspection that work to address the corrective action had not been 
performed, was inadequate and/or BMPs were not maintained in accordance with Rule 
1002.f:

-BMPs to stabilize the spur road, and well as to properly manage runoff in a manner that 
minimizes erosion, degradation and sediment transport remains missing or insufficient; 
erosion, degradation and sediment transport has persisted; Degradation at ditch along road 
remains apparent

It was also observed that BMPs to stabilize the working pad surface have not been 
maintained; tracking and degradation to the pad evident. 

The stormwater corrective action and date (5/11/2023) per inspection Nos.  708900366 and 
708902017 remains applicable. Including Compliance Unit Inspector on report for 
notification purposes.
