In accordance with ECMC Rule 911, this form serves as notification for the decommissioning and abandonment of the Champlin 78 Amoco production
facility including production tanks, heater treater, and pumping unit. The well (Facility ID #201976) was plugged and abandoned in December of 2023.

Soils surrounding and beneath production equipment will be visually inspected during decommissioning activities and confirmation soil sampling will be
conducted to assess potential hydrocarbon impacts.
