After wellbore plugging is complete, well location will be excavated, wellbore cut and capped 4'-6' below grade, gas line risers will be cut and capped 4'-6'
below grade. Off location gas flowline will be cut and capped at endpoint. Flowlines will be abandoned in place with flowlines being evacuated, flushed
with fresh water, and pressure tested. During all excavations, any soil staining will be noted and soil sample analysis done accordingly.
