Comment There are unused disturbed areas of the location that are not reclaimed. All unused disturbed 
areas impacted by the remediation project will need to be reclaimed. The fill material used for 
backfilling excavation must be suitable for reclamation. 
There were noxious weeds such as Canada thistle that were previously observed at this 
location. It is advised that early noxious weed control be performed before weeds produce 
seed heads to prevent further dispersal.

Comment: The degraded perimeter wattles were removed however, no new perimeter BMP’s have 
been installed and there is a creek approximately 10ft’ from the SW edge of the location 
and remediation project area. The slope of the location is directed towards the creek and 
there are insufficient BMP's installed.
Additionally there is an eroded out culvert where the creek flows approximately 125' 
northwest of the location along the flowline which needs to be repaired.
