Comment: |On April 29th, 2024, at approximately 12:09 PM, ECMC Staff were conducting a routine field
inspection of the Propst 2 (Location ID 312292). While on location, Staff observed an active
spill/release originating from the tank battery with strong hydrocarbon odors originating from
the tank battery area. Staff observed pooling within the tank battery secondary containment
with approx 1 ft of freeboard, hydrocarbon flowing on location towards the well/pump jack
(AP1 075-09212) and hydrocarbon misting that had migrated off-location to the
south/southeast of the tank battery and vertical heater treater. ECMC Staff contacted the
Emergency Contact number at approximately 12:16 PM to inform the Operator of the active
spill. The Operator’'s Emergency Contact (Caleb) explained they would send crews to the
location ASAP to shut-in the well.
