As applicable, compaction alleviation,

restoration, and revegetation of well sites, associated production facilities, and access roads

shall be performed to the same standards as established for interim reclamation under Rule

1003. All other equipment, supplies, weeds, rubbish, and other waste material shall be

removed. All such reclamation work shall be completed within twelve (12) months on non-

cropland after plugging a well or final closure of associated production facilities.

It was observed in this inspection that the access road to the Location, and the Location
entrance has not been reclaimed in accordance with ECMC 1004 Rules, including, but not
limited to, removal of gravel/culverts, compaction alleviation and revegetation. Signage
remaining on the Location has not been maintained, and has been posted with the incorrect
Operator information. Noxious weeds (Scotch thistle, Musk thistle) observed throughout the
Location. Species planted do not reflect species within the adjacent undisturbed reference
areas, or vegetation that existed pre-disturbance.
