This ephemeral drainage does not support wildlife or fish passage and is not identified as a perennial 
stream. Material and sediment carried across the roadways is not discharged from TEP’s oil and gas operations. 
TEP responded to a request from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers regarding maintenance actions being 
performed to keep this crossing in a safe and functional condition.
