Comment: BMPs to interrupt runoff velocity within the stormwater diversion ditch within the  northeast 
interim areas were not observed; degradation (incising) within the ditch is evident. 
Additionally, runoff from the diversion ditch has resulted in degradation and sediment 
deposition within the interim areas; the ditch has not been constructed with a properly 
engineered outlet that allows for sediment-laden free stormwater discharge. 

Stormwater BMPs to properly manage runoff from the eastern working pad surface are 
missing or insufficient; runoff has resulted in erosion and degradation to the slopes and 
interim areas.

It was observed in this inspection that the areas of the former pit within the eastern areas of 
the Location appear to be progressing towards 1003 standards. 

It was also observed that the immediate interim areas on the north and east end of the 
Location are not progressing towards, or have not been reclaimed pursuant to, 1003 
requirements:

-Soils are predominantly bare and exposed, and erosion degradation is evident. Desirable 
perennial vegetative establishment is sparse and not progressing towards 1003 uniform 
requirements. Gravel/road base material remains evident and has not been removed from 
areas within the north end of the Location, and topsoil does not appear to have been 
replaced.
