Following facility decommissioning activities, discrete soil samples will be collected from the surfaces and the excavation areas underneath the separator
and three above ground storage tanks. In the absence of apparent impacts, soil samples will be submitted to an accredited laboratory for benzene,
toluene, ethylbenzene, total xylenes (BTEX), naphthalene, 1,2,4-TMB, 1,3,5-TMB, total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH (C6-C36)), pH, EC, SAR, boron. 2
background samples will be collected at location of comparable, nearby, non-impacted native soil. Proposed soil sample locations are provided.
