Pursuant to the Location’s Form 2A Permit #400061898, the size of the Location’s
disturbance area during construction was to be 5.14 acres, reduced to 0.9 acres after
interim reclamation. The Location permit also identifies production facilities including
Condensate Tanks, Separators, Pigging Station, Flare, etc... that were to be installed on the
Location.

Inspection #696206094 observed that the current working pad surface is ~1.5 acres, and
the production facilities (not including the well) have either not been installed on the
Location, or have since been removed resulting in areas on the west and north end of the
working pad surface not being necessary for production operations, and therefore subject to
Rule 1003.b IR requirements. Inspection required Operator to comply with 1003 Rules by
11/15/2024.

It was observed in this inspection that interim reclamation of areas not necessary for
production have not been performed in accordance with 1003 requirements, and Inspection
#696206094 corrective action requirements.

This CA has not been resolved and remains applicable.
